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Breeds: (coat)
There are 13 different Breeds and Varieties of Cavies. 

1. Abyssinian – There coat is short but not wiry and has a distinct growth pattern.  The hair grows in whorls and ridges that stick out from the body. The Whorls are called Rosettes.  On a Showable Abbyssinian, there must be two shoulder rosettes, four saddle rosettes, two hop rosettes, and tow rump rosettes.  
2. Abyssinian Satin – Check the book of Standards
3. American – The coat of the American is short and smooth, lying close to the skin.  Grooming is as simple as rubbing the hair from head to rump with your hand.
4. American Satin – Check the book of Standards
5. Teddy – The coat is short, wiry, Kinky and sticks out from the body.  The coat has a very plush feeling much like a good stuffed teddy bear.

7. White Crested – The White Crested has a short, smooth coat like the American, with a single white Crested in much like grooming the American.
8. Coronet – Has a long, smooth coat, but the head and face are not covered by the long hair, an there is no part down the middle of the back and has a rosette on the top of the head.
9. Peruvian – Have a long, smooth coat, the hair grows from the sholders over the sides and rump and over the head and face.  The hair parts down the middle of the back.  
10. Peruvian Satin
11. Silkie – The Silkie has a long smooth coat, but the head and face are not covered.  Just like the Coronet with out the Rosette on the top of the head.
12. Silkie Satin
13. Texel – Has long hair like the silkie  but it looks permed, the coat is curly.
Varieties: (color)
Self – Beige, Blue, Cream, Red Eyed Orange-REO, White, Black, Red, Lilac and Chocolate.  Self cavy is entirely one color.  The belly color tends to be slightly lighter in some varieties.  The color should be a uniform shade from the tip to base of the hair.  This is called Depth of color.

Agouti – Dilute, Golden, Silver.  Agouti has a coat with tow different colors on the hair shaft with a base color of beige, black, chocolate, or lilac and a tip color of cream, orange, red or white.  The belly color is the same as the tip color.

Solid – Golden, Brindle, Roan, Silver, Dilute.  Solids have a coat of intermixed hair colors evenly distributed over the entire body.  The dilute, Golden and Silver are similar to the agouti, but have now separate belly color.  They have ticking all over, including the belly.  The Brindle has a coat of red and black intermixed hairs; while the Roan has white hairs intermixed with color.
Marked -  Dalmation, Tortoise Shell (TS), Tortoise Shell & White( TSW), Himalayan, Broken Color, Dutch.  The marked cavy varieties are preferable displayed in clear, well-defined patches and, for some varieties, in special placement.  The ideal pattern for TS (Red/Black) and TSW is a checkerboard of patches.  The Dutch is white with colored eye patches and ears with colored hind quarters and partially colored feet.  The Himalayan is a white – bodied cavy with black legs, ears and nose.  The Dalmation is  white-bodied with colored spots.  It often has colored head.  The Broken Colored can be any two or more recognized colors except Roan, Brindle, TS, TSW, Himalayan, Dalmation and Dutch.
