Show Etiquette
Only take healthy, bug free animals to a show.  No one thinks kindly of an exhibitor who willingly risks the health of other animals.

When you arrive at a show, always let the Show Secretary (the person who keeps track of all the show information) know what animals are no-shows (animals you decided to leave at home). This can save time and work as well as keep the show moving quickly.

NEVER! NEVER! NEVER!  Do anything that may damage or destroy the property of the show location.  This can be very costly to the show committee and can ultimately cause the loss of a good show location.

DO NOT TOUCH another exhibitor’s animals without their permission.

DO NOT GO BEHIND THE JUDGING TABLE, unless you have been assigned a specific job to do behind the judging table.

Do not talk while at the Judging Table,  you distract the judge and others around you.  If you have to talk leave the judging are.

NEVER!  NEVER!  NEVER!  tell or hint to the judge which animals are yours before or during judging.  You may ask questions after a class has finished being judged. 
It is your responsibility to get your animals up to the judging table.  It is up to you to see that that all your animals get judged.

Everyone enjoys winning, but every animal can’t win a prize.  Learn to accept defeat.  Be a gracious winner.  Nobody likes a braggart or a complainer.  Accept the results and learn from them.  (Get more that one judge’s opinion before you make any important decisions about any of your animals).

Never speak badly about another breeder, exhibitor or Judge.   You may be surprised to find that ill spoken words have a habit of getting around.  This makes you look bad.

Do not complain about the judging.  Each Judge is giving his or her opinion for that day.   Animals do change for show to show and judges have good days and bad days.  Remember never make a decision about an animal on one judge’s comments.

Do not complain about the way a show is being run unless you have a good idea for a solution to the complaint.

It is always correct and proper to send thank-you notes to people who donated awards that you have won.  These awards cost money and help promote the fancy.  So, if you win a special award, let the donor know you appreciate their thoughtfulness.
